Sometimes the charioteer manages to control both and rise higher, catching a
glimpse of truth. Other times, the bad horse overpowers him, and the chariot falls
back down.

It would be like riding without path or destination across the
boundless steppe, and even there, there was still the ever, circling
pattern of the stars, guiding the knowledgeable if he was willing to trust
in the laws of their motion. But what if those points of light were to
leave their ordered paths? Who is to say that they had not already
done so long ago, without anyone being able to notice?

What is called "willpower" generally is one part of the self attempting to dominate
another.

He is not leaning forward in
desperate effort. He stands still, centered, while the forces around him move.
True direction comes from stillness, not from struggle.
